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Abstract

Begin typing your abstract paragraph here. This paragraph should not be indented. It should range between 100 and 250 words. After typing your abstract there should be a page break and the body of the paper will begin on the next page. This should be accurate, nonevaluative, readable, and concise. You can think of the abstract as a way to tell your reader what to expect: in brief, what your argument is, what sources you will use, how the paper is divided, and what conclusions you have drawn.

Your Full Title of Your Paper

Paper should begin with a strong intro paragraph here. You MUST CLEARLY STATE YOUR THESIS AND YOU MUST BE SPECIFIC. For your first research paper, a clear thesis would be along the lines of: States do/do not have a responsibility to accept political refugees because…
Remember, throughout the body of your paper, you should be referring back to your thesis and providing evidence and analysis that proves your thesis. It is recommended you use this template, including the subheadings if you have never done or need help with the APA format. Note that APA papers traditionally are broken up using subheadings. Below are sample subheadings (in bold). Throughout the body of the paper, you will see sample in-text citations that correspond to specific entries in the References page. Note that the pages and websites referenced are not specific to any assignment for this course. They are just there for you to see how APA in-text citations need to be done. 
Defining “Refugee” and Current Refugee Crises
After your intro paragraph, you should move into a section that defines key terms, like “refugee,” “statutory refugees,” etc. You can also provide an overview of current refugee crises and/or focus on one or two. Syria would be an obvious choice but not the only one. Burma and Somalia are countries that are driving its people to seek refuge in other states. 

Structurally, it is recommended that you use subheadings, which are standard in APA. That way, if you have trouble with transition sentences, at least I will know what you are talking about based on your subheading. It is a good way to ensure that you don’t lose points on the rubric for organization. Right now, I am just using this space to insert an in-text citation of the book; you must have in-text citations that correspond with the list of references at the end of the paper (Lamy et al., 2016, pg. 122).
The following is a sample in-text citation of an online Time article, which has an author and a date (see sample Reference page at the end of the document). Here is the sample in-text citation (Bremmer, 2016). 
The following is a sample in-text citation of a specific page on the United Nations Refugee Agency’s website. Let’s say I am just pulling information from the “Syria Emergency” section of the site. Since I am pulling from this one section of the website, you cannot just state the name of the organization – you need to give the title of the actual page. Here is what an-in-text citation looks like for a webpage that has no author and no date (Syria Emergency, n.d.). “N.d.” means “no date.”
How States Are Handling Current Refugee Crises 
The next subsection in your paper, once you’ve defined key terms and provided an overview of current refugee crises, should address what other states have done to help (or not help) the refugees from the country/countries you discuss in the previous section. Since your thesis centers on whether or not you believe states need to (or don’t need to) accept political refugees, you need to provide information as to what some states are currently doing with regard to refugees. Use this section as an opportunity to find examples of countries that you think are handling the refugee issue well and countries that you think are not handling the refugee issue well.
Do States Have to Accept Refugees?
Here is where you can flesh out your thesis. You should be able to use some of the facts presented in the sections above to help you address the prompt: Do states have a responsibility to accept political refugees? Answering this question will provide your core argument/thesis. As stated at the beginning of the paper, make sure that your thesis is also clearly stated in the introduction. Make sure to clearly explain your argument by evaluating each of these goals and their implications.

Conclusion 
(NECESSARY, DO NOT JUST END YOUR PAPER WITHOUT A PROPER CONCLUSION THAT NOT ONLY SUMMARIZES WHAT YOUR THESIS IS BUT ALSO WHAT THE IMPLICATIONS ARE. If you had more time/space to research further, what would you investigate? What other avenues of future research exist?
